What is this product?

Type

Shares of a sub-fund of Fidelity Funds SICAV, an Undertaking for
Collective Investment in Transferable Securities (UCITS).

Term

This fund is open-ended. The Management Company is not
entitled to terminate the fund unilaterally, however, the board of
directors of Fidelity Funds SICAV may terminate the fund by way of
liquidation or merger.

Objectives

Objective: The fund aims to achieve capital growth over the long
term.

Investment Policy: The fund invests in a range of asset classes,
including debt securities, equities, real estate, infrastructure,
commodities and cash from anywhere in the world, including
emerging markets.

The fund may invest in the following assets according to the
percentages indicated:

* debt securities of any type: up to 60%

* below investment grade debt securities: up to 50%

e emerging market debt securities and equities: up to 30%

e equities: up to 90%

* government debt securities: up to 60%

Investment Process: In actively managing the fund, the Investment
Manager combines macroeconomic, market and fundamental
company analysis to dynamically allocate investments across asset
classes and geographic areas. The Investment Manager will
allocate investments across asset classes and geographic areas
based on their potential to generate capital growth or reduce
overall risk. The fund adopts a multi asset approach which affords
significant potential for diversification. To achieve its objective the
fund adopts a tactical asset allocation strategy where the fund's
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investments may be actively balanced and adjusted. As part of
the fundamental company analysis, the Investment Manager
considers various factors, including growth and valuation metrics,
company financials, return on capital, cash flows, company
management, industry, and economic conditions.

The Investment Manager considers ESG characteristics when
assessing investment risks and opportunities. In determining ESG
characteristics, the Investment Manager takes into account ESG
ratings provided by Fidelity or external agencies. Through the
investment management process, the Investment Manager aims to
ensure that investee companies follow good governance practices.
A minimum of 70% of the fund’s assets will adhere to specific multi
asset ESG criteria.
