Objectives and investment policy

The Fund employs a passive management - or indexing - investment approach, through physical acquisition of securities, and seeks to track the performance of the Bloomberg
MSCI Global Corporate Float-Adjusted Liquid Bond Screened Index (the “Index").

The Fund invests in a multi-currency portfolio of investment grade corporate fixed-rate bonds from both developed and emerging market issuers that consists of a
representative sample of the component securities of the Index.

The Index is constructed from the Bloomberg Global Aggregate Float-Adjusted Corporate Index (the “Parent Index") which represents a similar investment universe which is
then screened for certain environmental, social, and governance (i.e. controversy-related) criteria which is independent of Vanguard. Criteria (the “screening criteria”) by
Bloomberg as the sponsor of the Index, which is independent of Vanguard.

Through the screening out of bonds issued by corporate issuers from its portfolio based on the potentially detrimental impact of the relevant corporate issuer's conduct or
products on society and / or the environment, the Fund promotes certain environmental characteristics and social characteristics relating to social norms and standards.

The Index methodology excludes the bonds of corporate issuers that MSCI determines (a) to be engaged in activities in or involved in specific parts of the supply chain for,
and/or (b) derive revenue (above a threshold specified by the Index provider) from, certain business segments of activities related to the following: (i) adult entertainment, (ii)
alcohol, (iii) gambling, (iv) tobacco, (v) nuclear weapons, (vi) controversial weapons, (vii) conventional weapons, (viii) civilian firearms, (ix) nuclear power, or (x) fossil fuels (which
includes thermal coal, oil, gas, oil sands, arctic oil or arctic gas). The index provider defines what constitutes "involvement" in each activity. This may be based on percentage of
revenue or any connection to a restricted activity regardless of the amount of revenue received, and will relate to specific parts of the supply chain.

Company product and conduct involvement is monitored on a yearly basis by the Index provider and as new data is made available to the Index provider.

Key investment risks

Glossary for ETF attributes

The ETF attributes section on the first page contains a number of metrics that professional investors use to value individual securities against a market or index average. These
metrics can also be used to value and compare funds to the market by taking the average of all the securities held in the fund and comparing them to those of the fund's benchmark
index. We've provided a definition of the terms used for your convenience.

Average coupon is the average interest rate paid on the fixed income securities held by a fund. It is expressed as a percentage of face value.

Average maturity is the average length of time until fixed income securities held by a fund reach maturity and are repaid, taking into consideration the possibility that the issuer may
call the bond before its maturity date. The figure reflects the proportion of fund assets represented by each security; it also reflects any futures contracts held. In general, the longer
the average effective maturity, the more a fund's share price will fluctuate in response to changes in market interest rates.

Average quality is an indicator of credit risk. This figure is the average of the ratings assigned to a fund's fixed income holdings by credit-rating agencies. The agencies make their
judgment after appraising an issuer’s ability to meet its obligations. Quality is graded on a scale, with Aaa or AAA indicating the most creditworthy bond issuers.

Average duration is an estimate of how much the value of the bonds held by a fund will fluctuate in response to a change in interest rates. To see how the value could change,
multiply the average duration by the change in rates. If interest rates rise by 1 percentage point, the value of the bonds in a fund with an average duration of five years would decline
by about 5%. If rates decrease by a percentage point, the value would rise by 5%.

Yield to worst applies when the portfolio is invested into callable bonds. When it is not the case Yield to worst=Yield to maturity.
